The counselling
for seats under all India gquots shall be conductad by respective counselling authority as designated by Central
Govermment for ALY, 2022-23 and counsefling for the remaining 85% seats or as the case may be, shall be
conducied by the concemed Counselling Authority of that State/UT. The permission of the college stands
withdrawn if the college fails to comply with the aforesaid direction of the Central
Government/NCISM for all India quota or the students admitted thereunder.

1. Tt is alko informed that the determination of fee and all other charges in respect of 50% of =eats in Private
Medical Institutions and Deemed to be Universities should be as per the guidelines issued by NCISH wide
ref.no, BUSS/FeefASU/2022-23 dated 16.09.2022. Fees of the remaining 50% of seats are to be fixed as per
the guidelines of Fee Fixation/Regulatory Committee (FRC) of the respective State/UT/Deemed to be
University.

5.  Admissions made in violation of the above conditions will be treated as invalid and action will be initiated under
NCISHM Act & Regulations thereunder.

6. Disgepancies, if any, may be immeadistely brought to the notice of Medical Assessment and Rating Board for
Indian System of Medicine, NCISM.
